The use of simulated explosives and other threat objects is an essential tool for the development of an 

effective security system.  This allows for both the routine training of personnel and testing of the secu-

rity system itself. 

When automated explosive detection systems are undergoing development and certification testing, live 

explosives are used in order to prove, without question, whether or not a system works.  Once a sys-

tem is certified, simulates are then used for all the routine testing and training that will occur throughout 

the deployment lifecycle of that system.

Evolving Threats  

In the late 60õs and early 70õs, the primary threat to civil aviation was hijacking for political or criminal 

purposes.  The modus operandi was typically a concealed weapon that was used to terrorize the passen-

gers and crew in order to commandeer the aircraft. 

The FAA responded to this threat by installing metal detectors and x-ray scanners to detect these weap-

ons.  The threat of explosives emerged soon thereafter and required a new security strategy. 

In the wake of the destruction of Pan Am flight 103 over Lockerbie Scotland, a major push was given to 

the development of automated explosive detection systems for checked baggage.  This program was a 

revolutionary success which borrowed heavily from medical CAT Scan technology.  This technology is 

expensive and was initially deployed to screen checked luggage on international flights.  As of today, this 

technology has been fully deployed for all domestic air travel throughout the US. 

The threat continues to evolve however.  A series of suicide bombings against two Russian airliners in 

2004 represented a new strategy.  Rather than sneak the explosive through in baggage (which is 

scanned), the explosives were concealed on the body. 

This scenario requires different technology and new procedures to defend against.  Immediately, the US 

implemented aggressive pat-down procedures while body scanning technology is being tested and de-

ployed. 

GST has kept abreast of the evolving security environment for the past 15 years and continues to devel-

op and produce new tools to support the testing, evaluation and deployment of cutting edge technology 

and integrated security systems.
